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INTRODUCTION

There is no need to remind you of the important role in a chess game is played by its concluding
stage — the endgame. Well known is the advice to amateurs of the third world champion, the great José
Ranl Capablanca: first of all study the endings, in order to understand better the properties of the
pieces and to sense their coordination!

The experts divide all endgames into two types — exact and problematic (on the whole, all chess
positions can probably be classified in the same way). In exact positions it is knowledge that comes to
the fore: if it is at the required level, this is sufficient to achieve the goal. Problematic positions are ones
that are complicated, double-edged, involving manoeuvring; one of the sides may have an advantage,
but the opponent’s defensive resources are far from exhausted. In the modern «Informator» language
such positions are evaluated with the signs =, +, 00 etc. ‘

The novelty of the present book is that it only examines exact positions. Such positions form the
skeleton of all works on the endgame already published, but not one of these authors is able to resist
the temptation to proceed further, from the simple to the complicated. And they deal with problematic
positions, where what is required of a player is not only exact knowledge, but also stamina, fighting
spirit, will-to-win and so on. )

Thus you have here a collection of the 600 most standard (exact) endgame positions. The manual
consists of eight parts: endings involving pawns, knights, bishops, bishop against knight, mixed pieces
and mate with the minor pieces, rooks, queens, and endings with an unusual material balance. Each section
concludes with tests for independent solution, the answers to which can be found at the end of the book.

VORWORT

Es ist itberfliissig daran zu erinnern, welche wichtige Rolle in Schachpartie ihr Endstadium (Endspiel)
spielt. Gut bekannt ist der Rat, den der GroBe LR.Capablanca, der 3. Welimeister, Freunden des
Schachspiels gegeben hat: erlernen Sie vor allem Endspiele, um Figureneigenschaften — und —
besonderheiten besser zu verstehen und ihre Wechselwitkund zu empfinden!

Fachminner teilen alle Endspiele in 2 Typen ein: prizise und problemstellende Endspiele, (letzten
Endes kann mann auf solche Weise ,wohl, alle Schachpositionen Klassifizieren).In prazisen Positionen
haben vorragige Bedeutung unsere Kenntnisse: wenn sie auf genug hohem Niveau sind, so ist das
genug fir die Erreichung des Ziels. Problemstellende Positionen sind kompliziert, manévrierfahig,
zeischneidig; in solchen Stellungen kann eine der seiten einen Vorteil haben, aber die
Verteidigungsressourcen der anderen Seite sind dabei noch nicht erschépft. Fiir die Bezeichnung solcher
Stellungen in dem modemnen «Shess Informatom braucht man die Zichen £, +,90 u.s.w.

Die Neuheit des Thnen vorgeschlagenen Werks besteht darin, das hier erst prézise Stellungen
betrachtetsind. Wie im Fufball, kann man diese Positionen als »3chtandardlagen® bezeichnen.

Solche Stellungen stellen den Grundstock der allen schon herausgebenen Werke dar, die das
Endspiel betreffen. Jedoch, konnte kein Verfasser der Versuchung wiederstehen weiter zu gehen, vor
den einfachen zu den komplizierten Stellungen. Und diese Verfasser betrachteten problemstellende
Stellungen, die von einem Schachspieler nicht nur prizise und tiefe Kenntnisse, sondern auch Ausdaner,
Streben nach dem Sieg u.s.w fordern.

Also, Thnen wird eine Sammlung vorgeschlagen, die 600 wichtigste Standard-(prézise)-
endspielstellungen zihlt. Dieses Lehrbuch besteht aus 8 Teilen: Bauernendspiele, Springerendspiele,
Lauferendspicle, endspiele ,,Laufer gegen Springer*, gemischte Figurenendspiele, Matt mit leichten
Figuren, Turmendspicele, Damenendspicle und endspiele mit unstandartem Verhiltniss. Am Ende des
jeden Abschnitts wird eine Aufgabe gegeben, die sie selbststandig 16sen miissen. Lbsungen werden
Sie am Ende des Buches finden.

PREFACIO

Huelga decir que la tltima fase de la partida de ajedrez, llamada final, tuene muchisima importancia.
Es bien conocido el consejo dado a los ajedrecistas por el gran J.R.Capablanca, el tercer campedn
mundial: jestudiad sobre todo los finales para comprender mejor las peculiaridades de las piezas,
comprenetrar en los principios de sus acciones en conjunto!

Los especialistas dividen todos los finales en dos tipos: problematicos y precisos (en fin de cuentas,
probablemente se podria clasificar asi todas posiciones ajedrecisticas). En las precisas prevalecen los
conocimientos: si estan al nivel debido, eso es suficiente para tener éxito. En cambio las problematicas
son complicadas, maniobrables, de dos filos; es posible que un bando tiene cierta ventaja, mas los
recursos defensivos del adversario quedan todavia lejos de verse agotados. En el lenguaje contemporaneo
usado por el «Informatom las posiciones de este tipo se caracterizan con los signos £, *, %0 etc.

Lanovedad de 1a obra, que se presenta consiste en que en ésta se examinan solo posiciones precisas.
Utilizando !a terminclogfa futbolistica podriamos llamarlas «situaciones tipicas». Estas posiciones sirven
de base para todas las obras ya publicadas donde se trata de los finales, sin embargo ninguno de los
autores supo resistir a la tentacién de ir aun més lejos: de lo simple a lo complicado. Entonces se volvian
hacia posiciones problemdticas, cuando se requiere que uno no solo tenga ciertos conocimientos precisos,
sino también firmeza, espiritu combativo, aspiracion a la victoria, etc.

Pues se Ie ofrece al lector este libro que contiene 600 mas importantes posiciones tipicas (precisas)
de finales. El manual se compone de 8 partes: finales de peones, de caballos, de alfiles, de alfil contra
caballo, de piezas mixtas, de mate con piezas menores, de torres, de damas, asi como finales con
correlacién atipica de fuerzas. ‘Cada seccién viene acompafiada con unas tareas para solucionar,
buscando después las respuestas en la conclusioén del libro.

PART I
PAWN ENDINGS

At first sight pawn cndings seem simple, but in reality they are very complicated. As the well-
known chess aphorism states, the player who wins is the one who makes the penultimate mistake. In
pawn endings, in view of the small amount of material remaining on the board, the play becomes ultra-
concrete and the value of each move increases sharply, since any mistake may tumn out to be the last.

It is extremely important not only to know and to be able to play pawn endgames, but also to be
able to anticipate such endings and to evaluate them exactly, For their systematic study there are two
main approaches:

1) by the number of pawns;

2) by the strategic procedures that occur in the positions.

In this book we have used the second way. (However, there is also a third, combined approach:
taking account of both the number of pawns, and the procedures). Diagrams 1-9, 19 and 20 cover the
opposition and its various forms: diagonal, vertical, distant and knight opposition, and Nos.10-12 are
cxamples of triangulation and corresponding squares. Nos.13-15 are devoted to the rule of the square,
Nos.16-18 to the shoulder charge, and Nos.21-31 to methods of defence and attack, when one of the
sides controls more space. Nos.32-34 demonstrate the important role of an outside passed pawn,
Nos. 35-38 are devoted to the theme of the breakthrough and Nos.39-42 itlustrate the important
procedure of playing for stalemate.

BAUERNENDSPIELE

Auflerst wichtig ist es, Bauernendspiele nicht nur gut zu wissen und sie spielen zu kdnnen,
sondern auch solche Endspiele von fern her vorauszusehen und richtig zu schitzen. Bei dem
systematischen Erlernen der Bauernendspiele gibt es zwei hauptsichliche Herangehen daran:

1) entsprechend der Anzahl der Bauer

2) entsprechend den strategischen Handgriffen, die in einer Stellung moglich sind. .

PARTE I
FINALES DE PEONES

Los finales de peones a primera vista parecen simples, pero en realidad son muy complicados.
Como se afirma en un dicho bien conocido por los ajedrecistas, gana aquel que es peniltimo en
equivocarse, En los finales de peones en vista del material escaso que queda en el tablero, la lucha
llega a ser superconcreta, ¢l valor de cada jugada crece bruscamente, ya que cualquier error puede ser
eltltimo.

Es de suma importancia no solo saber y poder jugar en los finales de peones sino que prever con
anticipacion tales finales y valorarlos con precisidn. Su estudio sistematizado comprende las dos
formas principales de abordar el tema: '

1) segin la cantidad de peones;

2) seglin procedimientos estratégicos que se emplean en la posicion dada.

En este libro hemos eligido el segundo camino. (Si bien existe también el tercero: combinado,
cuando se toma en cuenta tanto el nimero de peones como los procemidientos que se usan). En las
posiciones de los diagramas Ne 1-9 y 19, 20 se trata del procedimiento estratégico de la oposicién y de
sus variedades: la diagonal, 1a vertical, 1a lejana y 1a de caballo; los Ne 10-12 sa dedican al tema del
tridnguloy casilla conjugada. Los Ne 13-15 hablan de 1a regla det cuadrado; en los Ne 16-18 se trata
del “empuje con el homcro™; los Ne 21-31 ensefian métodos de defensa y de ataque cuando uno de
los bandos posee considerable ventaja espacial. Los Ne 32-34 muestran la importiancia de pedn
pasado alejado; los Ne 35-38 narran sob:z el tema de la ruptura; los Ne 39-42 se consagran al tema del
rey ahogado. '

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. PART 11
KNIGHT ENDINGS

The side who has a pawn deficit usually aims for pawn exchanges, in order at the first convenient opportunity
1o give up his knight for the last infantryman. After all, in the absence of other pieces and pawns, a lone king cannot
be mated by not only one, but even two knights. It should also be remembered that a knight moves rather slowly
across the board and has little mobility on the edge — this means that it is normally harder for it to combat wing
pawns than central ones. And the greatest problems to a knight are usually caused by passed a- and h-pawns.

In knight endings, as in pawn endings, an important role is played by factors such as the activity of the pieces,
space, and outside passed pawns. In this section you will meet procedures that are already familiar: triangulation,
corresponding squares, zugzwang, diversion etc. But it also has its own, original methods, such as the sacrifice of
a knight to divert the opponent’s forces, the mounting of an attack together with the king, and so on.

Using positions 74-77 and 82 we show how hard it is for a knight to combat passed pawns on the rooks’ files,
and we demonstrate its lack of mobility on the edge of the board. But positions 78-81 show that the knight is by
no means helpless against passed pawns and in difficult situations can even remain itseif, i.e. a fairly strong piece.
Nos.83-101 are standard positions for this type of ending. Nos.83-86, 99 and 100 are drawing fortresses which
illustrate the knight’s deficiencies. No.84 is an excellent example on the theme of corresponding squares,
Jdemonstrating that a knight itself is not able to transfer the turn to move. No.87 shows how hard it is for a knight
to combat three pawns which have crossed the middle of the board. Nos.90-96 cover typical procedures in
endings with knight and pawn against knight: with the pawn on the 7th, 6th or Sth rank and on different files. Nos.
97 and 98 indicate that sometimes even two extra pawns are not sufficient for a win. Nos.101 and 102 are
examples with outside passed pawns. Nos.79, 103 and 104 show how a knight can checkmate a badly placed
king. Nos.105 and 106 are examples on the theme of the knight sacrifice for the sake of activating the king or
mounting pawn breakthroughs.

Aktivitit der Figuren, Raum, entfernte Freibauern. In diesem Abschnitt betrachten wir die Handgriffe, die ihnen
schon bekannt sind: Dreieck, die Felder des Entsprechens, Zugzwang, Ablenken u .s.w. Aber es gibt bier auch
originelle Methoden, die charakteristisch nur nur fiir die Springerendspiele sind, zum Beispiel, das Opfer des
Springers fiir die Ablenkung der Gegnerskrifie, eine Organisierung des Angriffs zusammen mit dem Konig u.s.w.

An dem Beispiel der Stellungen, die auf Diagrammen NoNe 74-77 und 82 stehen, zeigen wir, wie schwer istes
fiir den Springer gegen duBlersten Freibduern zu kdmpfen, und demonstrieren die Schwerfilligkeit des Springers
am Rand des Schachbretts.

Die Stellungen NeNe 78-81 beweisen, daBl der Springer durchaus nicht hilflos gegen Freibauern ist und selbst
inschweren Situationen auf der Hohe ist, d.h. daB er eine genug starke Figur ist.

NoNe 101,102 sind Beispiele der Positionen mit
entfernten Freibauern. NeNe 79, 103, 104 zeigen, auf welche Weise der Springer einen schlecht postierten Kénig
Matt setzen kann. NeNe 105, 106 sind Beispiele auf das Thema des Opfers des Springers zum Zweck der
Aktivierung des Kénigs oder des Verwirklichung der Bauerndurchbriiche.

PARTE II
FINALES DE CABALLOS

El bando que tiene un peén de menos, generalmente trata de efectuar cambios apenas se le preste la opor-
tunidad respectiva, sacrificando después su caballo por el iltimo infante. Es que en ausencia de otras piezas y
peones un caballo ni hasta dos no pueden dar mate al rey solitario. Recordemos también que el caballo es bastante
lento en cruzar el tablero y es poco movible en los flancos, lo que significa que esta pieza tiene més dificultades
al luchar contra los peones laterales que contra los centrales. Generalmente mas problemas al caballo le causan
peones pasados a y h.

En los finales de caballos igual que en los de peones tienen mucha importancia tales factores como actividad dc
piezas, espacio, peones pasados alejados. En esta seccion se tratara de procedimientos ya conocidos: tridngulo, casillas
conjugadas, zugzwang, distraccién, etc. Pero aqui figuran también unos métodos peculiares, originales como, por
ejemplo, sacrificio de caballo con €l fin de distraer fuerzas adversas, organizar un atague en COnjunto con su rey, elc.

A titulo de ejemplo mostramos en los Ne 74-77 y 82 lo dificil que es para un caballo luchar contra peoncs
pasados laterales. Mientras que las posiciones Ne 78-81 evidencian que el caballo no es tan indefenso
cuando se enfrenta a los peones pasados y hasta en posiciones dificiles queda como es, e.d. una pieza
bastante fuerte. Los Ne 83-101 muestran pas posiciones tipicas para esta clase de finales. En los Ne 83-86, 99,
100 se trata de asi llamadas fortalezas de empate para subrayar las insuficiencias del caballo. E1 Ne 84 nos da un
magnifico ejemplo relativo al tema de casillas conjugadas, que evidencia la imposibilidad del caballo de delegar su
turno de hacer jugada a otra pieza. El Ne 87 muestra lo dificil que es para un caballo luchar contra tres peones quc
han cruzado la linea de demarcacion del tablero. Los Ne 90-96 hablan de los procedimientos tipicos de lucha
en el final de un caballoy pedn contra un solo caballo: estando el peén en las filas 7, 6, 5 y en diferenies columnas.
Los Ne 97, 98 comprueban que a veces hasta dos peones de ventaja no son suficientes para ganar. [.os No
101, 102 sirven de ejemplo de posiciones con peones pasados alejados, los Ne 105, 106 se dedican al tema
de sacrificio de caballo con el [in de vigorizar su rey u organizar ruptura de peones.

A bishop and rook’s pawn, as is well known,
do not always guarantee a win (No.122). Positions 123-128, 133 and 134 cover nuances of the play with
bishop and pawn against.pawns. The opposition of a bishop by three-pawns is also of interest
(Nos.130, 131 and 134). Here things are difficult for the minor piece.

In endings with opposite-colour bishops an advantage of one, two or even three pawns is not
always a decisive factor (Nos.156-170). For the stronger side the existence of passed pawns on
different wings is of great importance (Nos.171 and 173). When the passed pawns are more than two
files apart the chances of a defence are slight, although even here thiere are exceptions (Nos.166 and
170). The methods of playing against connected passed pawns were studied long ago by Tarrasch
(Nos.161, 162 and 165). Positions 161, 162, 164 and 170 illustrate important methods of defence.

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PART IV
BISHOP AGAINST KNIGHT

Itis well known that a bishop is stronger than a knight in open positions, especially when there me
passed pawns on opposite sides of the board, whereas a knight is superior in positions with blocked
pawn chains and in particular when all the play is on one wing. This is also confirmed by simple
arithmetic: a bishop can control a maximum of 13 squares and a minimum of 7, while for a knight the
corresponding numbers are 8 and 2. Nevertheless, it is not possible to assert definitely which is
stronger in the endgame — knight or bishop. The main criteria which help a player in evaluating
position are the placing of the kings, the presence of passed and weak pawas, and also a number of
specific features which we consider here. )

The ending with knight and pawn against bishep usually ends in a draw, but if the weaker sidc's
king is a long way from the passed pawn, a different result is possible (Nos.192, 193 and 195). In
diagrams 191 and 194-199 we show several fortress positions, where the extra material proves insufficient
for a win. Nos.202-205 are typical positions, in which the knight is clearly superior to its opponent. As
is readily apparent, the main cause here is the arrangement of the pawns. In positions 206-210 and 212-
214 a bishop and pawn fight against a knight and win. As is known, a bishop can not only cut off a
knight from the main battlefield (Nos.206, 208 and 212), but also dominate it (N0s.210 and 214), as well
as achieve zugzwang by transferring the tumn to move (Nos.207 and 212), and so on.

ALFIL CONTRA CABALLO

Se sabe bien que ¢l alfil es més fuerte que el caballo en las posiciones abiertas, particularmente si
hay peones pasados en los dos flancos, en cambio el caballo supera al alfil en las.posiciones con
cadenas cerradas de peones y sobre todo en los casos cuando la lucha se despliega en un solo flanco.
Ello se comprueba con unos calculos sencillos: un alfil puede controlar 13 casillas cono maximo y 7
como minimo, y el caballo: 8 y 2 respectivamente. Sin embargo no se puede afirmar categéricamente
que tal o cual pieza es mejor en el final. Los criterios principales que ayudan a un ajedrecista a valorar
correctamente una posicidn son los siguientes: la ubicacién de los reyes, la presencia de peones
pasados o débiles, asi como una serie de particularidades que en continuacién vamos a examinar.

El final “caballo con pedn contra alfil” generalmente termina en tablas. Mas si el rey inferior se
cncuentra lejos del pedn pasado, es posible otro resultado (los Ne 192, 193, 195). En los diagramas
Ne 191, 194-199 ensefiamos unas fortalezas rigidas donde el material extra no es suficiente para
triunfar. Los Ne 202-205 son posiciones tipicas cuando el caballo supera visiblemente a su oponente.
Se nota ficilmente que la causa principal de ello yace en la dislocacion de peones. En las posiciones
Ne 206-210, 212-214 un alfil con pedn luchan contra un caballo y se imponen. Como se sabe, el alfil
no solo puede cerrar el paso al caballo para el lugar de la actividades (los Ne 206, 208, 212) sino que
también es capaz de dominar sus movimientos (los Ne 210, 214) asi como crear la posicién de zugzwang,
pasando al contrincante su turno a realizar jugada (los Ne 207, 212), etc.

MIXED PIECE ENDINGS. MATE WITH THE MINOR PIECES

In this part we examine endings in which several minor pieces are involved (not less than three). In
many cases matters reduce to one of the sifuations examined above, but there are a number of differcnt
material combinations, important for the understanding of the endgame. For example, two bishops
against knight, two bishops and pawn against bishop, and others.

"You will also learn the method of checkmating with bishop and knight (N0.241). The stronger side
must drive the opponent’s king into a corner of the same colour as his bishop and conclude the attack
there. With two knights it is not possible to give mate to a lone king (No.242). But if the weaker side still
has a pawn, then, by blocking it with one knight and driving the opponent’s king into a comer with the
other (of course, with the support of the king), it is possible to win. This complicated problem, in the
study of which a great contribution was made by Alexander Troitsky, is covered in positions 243 and
244 Tn the second example (No.244) the king can be mated in the al and h8 comners, but at h1 and a8
there is no mate. But when the pawn reaches the third (sixth) rank, the chances of a draw are sharply
improved, and 2 win becomes possible only in exceptional cases.

PARTE V
FINALES DE PIEZAS, MIXTOS. MATE CON PIEZAS MENORES

En este parte vamos a examinar finales con varias piezas menores (no menos de tres). En muchos
casos se llega a una de las situaciones arriba comentadas, sin embargo existe una serie correlaciones,
importantes para la comprensi6n de tal o cual final. Por ejemplo, cuando se trata del enfrentamiento de
dos alfiles contra un caballo, de dos alfiles con peén contra un alfil, etc. También se puedé ver como
se da mate simple con alfil y caballo (el Ne 214). El bando superior en primer lugar tiene que acosar
al rey adverso hacia el 4ngulo de color de su alfil y es ahi donde va a culminar su ataque. Mientras
que el mate simple con dos caballos no se consigue (el Ne 242). Pero si el bando inferior tiene un
peodn, entonces bloquedndolo con un caballo y acosando al rey adverso con el otro (por supuesto,
con apoyo de su propio rey) se logra resolver el problema. A este tema bien complicado, investigado
a su tiempo por A.Troitsky, consagramos las posiciones Ne 243 y 244. En el segundo ejemplo (el Ne
244) mate es posible solo en los 4ngulos al y h8, mientras que en hl y a8 este resultado no se
consigue. Cuando un pedn alcanza la tercera (la sexta) fila los chances de obtener tablas crecen
bruscamente y el éxito se hace posible solo en casos excepcionales.

PART VI. ROOK ENDINGS

Rook endings are the ones that occur most frequently. Some trainers say that if a player has
icarned to play them, he has mastered 50% of endgame technique. Indeed, here a player has to know
many exact positions and also to have a mastery of the typical procedures that characterise this type
of ending. Particular attention should be devoted to simple positions, where any incorrect move may
radically affect the result of the game.

We examine in detail the battle between a rook and one or several pawns (Nos.246-284), rook and
pawn against rook (Nos.285-312), rook with - and h-pawns against rook (Nos,330-336) and also
instructional examples where both sides have pawns, and so on.

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Chapter 2. Rook and pawn against rook

The methods of play in this type of ending are studied with the pawn on various ranks (7th, 6th and
5th) and files. These apparently simple positions are very important, since the majority of rook endings
reduce to them. The stronger side needs to be able to build a bridge (No.285), and for the defence an
important role is played by Philidor’s position (N0.293).

If the defender’s king is cut off from a pawn which has reached the penultimate rank, only a flank
attack by the rook can save him. When the defender’s rook is at a distance of not less than three
horizontal squares from the pawn, it is said to be on the ‘long’ side; the opposite wing is correspondingly
called the ‘short’ side of this pawn. If the distance between the rook and a pawn that has reached the
penultimate rank is only two squares, the defender is unable to save the game (No0s.286-289). When
defending, the king should aim for the short side and the rook for the long side; this is the ideal set-up
(No.287). Otherwise, the defence is very difficult (No.288). The rule of the long and short side is also
valid for a pawn on the 6th rank. It is very important to know by heart diagram 291. The play with a
rook’s pawn also contains many subtleties (N0s.303-312). The main feature of such positions is the
absence of a flank shelter for the stronger side’s king.

Kapitel 2. Turm und Bauer gegen Turm

Capitulo 2. Torre y pedn contra torre

Los métodos de la lucha en este tipo de finales se estudia con el peén situado en diferentes filas
(7, 6, 5% y columnas. Estas posiciones aparentemente simples son muy importantes ya que a ellas se
llega la mayoria de finales de torres. Para el bando superior es necesario saber como se hace el puente
(el Ne 285) mientras que para la defensa es 1a posicién de Philidor que tiene un papel importante (el
Ne 293).

Si el rey inferior est4 separado del peon pasado que estd en la peniltima, se salva solo si la torre
ataca por un flanco. Cuando la torre inferior se encuentra a la distancia de no menos de tres casillas
horizontales del pedn, se dice que el infante estad en cl lado “largo”; el flanco opuesto se llama
respectivamente el lado “corto” del pedn pasado. Si la distancia entre la torre y el pe6n en la pentltima
no supera dos casillas, entonces el bando inferior ya no tiene chance para salvarse (los Ne 286-289).
Al defenderse el rey debe dirigirse al lado corto y la torre se traslada al largo; aqui se ve una
dislocacion ideal (el Ne 287). En caso contrario la defensa llega a ser muy dificil (el Ne 288). La
regla de los lados corto y largo queda en vigor también cuando el peén alcanza la 6° fila.Es muy
importante memorizar el diagrama Ne 291. No son pocas sutilezas que encierra el juego con un peén
lateral (los Ne 303-312). La particularidad principal de estas posiciones consiste en que el rey del
bando superior no tiene cobijo en el flanco.

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Chapter 3. Rook and two pawns against rook

Usually two extra pawns are sufficient for a win, although often one has to work pretty hard to
achieve it; in addition, even in this case there are many drawn positions. Examples 314, 318,319 and
321 show that even two connected passed pawns do not guarantee a win. Nos.322-324 are devoted to
doubled pawns. Positions 325-330 demonstrate the features of the play with isolated pawns. Diagrams
331-337 are devoted to a very difficult problem: the conversion of the advantage with f- and h-pawns
(or a- and c-pawns). No.331 shows that with the king cut off it is not possible to draw. No.332 gives the
correct method of defence. Nos.335-337 are three ‘props’, which should be known and used as a guide
under practical conditions. '

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Chapter 4. Rook and pawns against rook and pawn

We examine positions with this material balance with pawns both on one wing, and on opposite
wings. It is important to know the strategic methods typical of this type of ending, for example the
‘shoulder charge’ (N0.339). Diagrams 338 and 342 are devoted to the combined harmonious actions of
king and rook, which were first demonstrated by Emanuel Lasker. No 343 examines the idea of the so-
called ‘shelter’: shielding the king from the pursuit of the rook with the help of an opposing pawn.
Also very important is the activity of the pieces (No.341).

In positions 345-348 all the pawns are on one wing. Usually the outcome in this situation is a draw,
but there are also exceptions, for example No.346, where victory is provided by the great activity of the
pieces. In positions 349-353 we consider the battle of connected pawns on one wing against one
pawn on the other. In these cases chances of a successful defence are given by a far-advanced pawn
(No.349) and the stronger side’s pieces being badly placed (No0.350). The ideal method of defence is
to have the rook behind its own pawn and the king in front of the opponent’s pawns (No.351). There
are also some curious exceptions (Nos.352 and 353).

Nos.345 and 355 show the battle of two isolated pawns on one wing against one pawn on the other.
If the weaker side succeeds in advancing his pawn to the penultimate rank and defending it with his rook
from the side, while his king stands in front of the opponent’s pawns (No.354), a draw is not far off. But
otherwise (N0.355) he will be unsuccessful. Nos.356-362 show typical methods for these varieties of
rook endings. No.360 shows the advantages of defending the extra pawn along the rank. In this type of
position there is only one way of resisting — by exchanging rooks and going into a queen endgame,
which in No.361 is demonstrated by Capablanca. Nos.357 and 358 once again show how important is the
activity of the pieces.

Kapitel 4. Turm mit Banern gegen Turm mit Bauer

Wir betrachten Stellungen mit solchem Kraftverhiltnis bei der Postierung von Bauemn auf einer
und derselben Flanke und auf entgegenliegenden Flanken. Es ist wichtig typische strategische
Handgriffe fiir solche Endspiele zu kennen, zum Beispiel ,,Abstofien mit Schulter* (Ne 339). Diagramme
NeNe 338, 342 sind der harmonischen Zusammenwirken des Konigs und des Turms gewidmet.

Solche Handlungen hat zum ersten mal Em.Lasker demonstriert. In der Stellung des Diagramms Ne
343 wird sogenannte Idee ,,des Asyls" betrachtet: die Verhehlung des Konigs hinter dem fremden Bauer,
wenn ein gegnerischer Turm den Kénig verfolgt. Sher wichtig ist auch die Aktivitit der Figuren (Ne 341).

In den Stellungen der Diagramme NoNe 345-348 sind alle Bauern auf einer und derselben Flanke
aufgestellt. Ein iibliches Resultat des Spiels dabei ist Remis, gibt es aber auch Ausnahmen, zum Beispiel, Ne
346. Hier bringt den Sieg eine Superaktivitit der Figuren. In den Stellungen NoNe 349-353 wird der Kampf der
gebundenen Bauern, die auf einer Flanke aufgestellt sind, gegen den Freibauer, der sich auf der anderen
Flanke befindet. In diesen Féllen hingt eine erfolgreiche Abwehr davon ab, wie weit der Bauer vorgeriickt
ist (Ne 349), und von der schlechten Aufstellung von Figuren der stirkeren Seite (Ne 350). Eine ideale
Methode der Abwehr besteht darin, daB der Turm sich hinter seinem Bauer befindet und der Kénig-vor
den Bauern des Gegners (Ne 351). Gibt es auch und markante Ausnahmen (NoNe 352, 353).

Stellungen NeNe 354, 355 illustrieren den Kampf der 2 vereinzelnten Bauemn auf einer Flanke gegen
den Freibauer, der auf der anderen Flanke postiert. Wenn der Bauer der schwiécheren Seite die vorletzte
Horizontale erreichen wird und wenn der Turm dabei dieser Bauer von der Seite verteidigen wird und der
Konig vor den Bauem des Gegners (Ne 354) postieren wird, ist Remis nicht allzuweit. Sonst werden Sie
keinen Wurf erreichen (Ne 355). NeNe 356-362 stellen kennzeichnende Handgriffe fiir diese Abart der
Turmendspiele. Ne 360 zeigt Vorteile der horizontalen Verteidigung des Mehrbauers. In Stellungen dieser
Abart ist nur eine Methode des Widerstands gut: Turmabtausch und Ubergehen in Damenendspiel.
Diese Methode wird in Ne 361 demonstriert (ein Beispiel aus dem Schaffenserbe von L. R.Capablanca).
NoNe 357, 358 sind noch ein Beweis der Wichtigkeit von Aktivitit der Figuren.

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Chapter 5. Endings with a large number of pawns

When playing multi-pawn endings it is useful to know numerous standard sirategic methods, which include cutting
off the king, breakthrough, the sacrifice of a pawn to activate the pieces, and so on. It is also necessary to master the
technique of converting an outside passed pawn and to be able to defend positions a pawn down, when all the
opponent’s pawns are on onc wing.

No0s.363-369 study the situation when both sides have two pawns. No.363 shows that in a race of conneccted
passed pawns, the winner is the one whose pawns are further advanced. No.364 demonstrates the superiority of
connected pawns over isolated or doubied pawns, but No.367 reminds us that there is no rule without exceptions, and
tempo play has its own laws. No.365 is a typical example on the theme of how to deploy the rooks with respect to
a passed pawn. No.366 shows that activity is always important. In Nos.371-377 three pawns oppose two on one wing.
Herc things usually end in a draw, even if the king remains out of play (No.371) or when the weaker side has doubled
pawns (No.376); but here too there are exceptions (No.375). ’

Nos.380-382 illustrate the theme of four pawns against three on one wing. The usual result here is a draw, although
there are a number of dangers lying in wait for the weaker side, as was convincingly demorstrated by Botvinnik in
No0.382. When the extra pawn is an outside passed pawn, the placing of the rooks becomes of decisive importance. If
the stronger side’s rook is defending the passed pawn from behind and the pawn has crossed the demarcation line, the
position is usually won (No.383). But when the rook is in front of its passed pawn, the play becomes very complicated.
Examples 384-392 show the main complexities of such positions. Usually they are drawn, but to achieve the desired
result the weaker side must find counterplay at the right time and if possible not allow the opponent to activate his
king. With a b-pawn things are more difficult, and here the drawing chances are reduced, although not to the zero
mark. By contrast, a- and d-pawns increase the probability of a draw. Nos.388, 390 and 391 are typical ideal situations
for the stronger side. No.392 shows that sometimes it is very important to cut off the opponent's king along a rank
and in addition to attack the pawns.

In Nos.394-406 the main strategic procedures for this type of ending are analysed. Nos.394-397 are examples of
the activity of the pieces, including positions with a smail number of pawns on the board. Weak pawns (Nos.399 and
400) are an important factor, and having the king cut off from its pawns is a big headache (No0s.403 and 404).

Kapitel 5. Endspiele bel zahlreichen Bauern

Fiir das Ausspielen der solchen Endspiele ist es niitzlich solche strategische Standatdhandgriffe zu beherrschen,
zum Beispiel, Abriegeln des Konigs, Durchbruch, Bauemopfer fiir Figurenaktivisierung u.s.w. Nétig ist es auch die
Technik von Realisierung des entfernten Freibaucrs sich anzueignen und sachkundig die Stellungen ohne Bauer zu
verteidigen, wenn alle Bauern der beiden Gegner sich auf einem und demselben Fliigel befinden.

NeNe 363-369 sind dem Kampf der Tiinme bei Vorhandensein von 2 Bauern bei jeder Seite gewidmet. Ne 363 zeigt, da
jener in Rennen der verbund Freibauern siegt, Freib sich ndher zu den Verwandlungsfeldern befinden.

Ne 364 demonstriert, daBl evrbundenen Bauem vorteilbafter sind, als vereinzelnte oder verdoppelte. Jedoch Ne
367 errinnert daran, dafl es keine Regeln ohne Ausnahmen gibt, und daB ein Tempospiel seine eigene Gesetze hat. Ne
'365 ist ein typisches Beispiel, auf welche Weise mufl man die Tiirme in Beziehung auf den Freibauer aufstellen. Ne 366
zeigt,daB Aktivitdt immer wichtig ist. In NeNe 371-377 wird der Kampf von drei Bauern gegen zwei auf einem und
demselben Fliigel betrachtet. Das Resultat dieses Kampfs ist iiblicherweise cin Remis, wenn auch der Kénig daran nicht
teilgenommen hat (Ne 371) oder die schwichere Scite verdoppelte Bauern hat (Ne 376). Aber auch hier gibt es
Ausnahmen (Ne 375).

NeNe 380-382 illustrieren das Thema ,, 4 Bauern gegen 3 auf einem und demselben Fliigel”. Das hiufigste Resultat
dieses Kampfs ist Remis. Doch die schwiichere Seite setzt sich dabei verschieden Gefahren aus. Das hat M.Borwinnik
iiberzeugend in Ne 382 gezeigt

Wenn ein Mehrbauer entfernt ist, gewinnt die Lage der Tirme entscheidendc Bedeutung. Wenn der Turm der
stirkeren Seite den Freibauer von hinten verteidigt und wenn dieser Bauer dic Demarkationslinie schon hinter seinem
Riicken hat, bringt gewdhalich solche Stellung den Sieg ) Ne 383). Und wenn der Turm sich vor seinem Freibauer
befindet, gewinnt der Kampf einen sehr komplizierten Charakter. In den Beispielen NoNe 384-392 sind die hauptsichliche
Kompliziertheiten solcher Stellungen gezeigt. Ublicherweise sind sie unentschieden, aber die schichere Seite hat
dringend fiir die Erreichung des erwiinschten Resultats rechtzeitig cin Gegenspiel anzufangen und dem Gegner keine
Maoglichkeit zu geben, den Kénig zu aktivieren. Mit dem Bauer b stehet es noch schlechter. In solchen Fillen ist eine
Maglichkeit von Rettung sich verringert, aber ja noch verschwindet sie nicht ginzlich. Umgekehrt, die Bauemn a und
d erhdhen die Wahrscheinlichkeit vom Remis. NeNe 388, 390, 391 sind typische ideale Situationen fiir die stirkere
Seite. Ne 392 zeigt, daB es manchmal sher wichtig ist, den gegnerischen Kénig nach horizontalen Richtung abzuschneiden
und aulerdem die Bauern anzugreifen.

In den Stellungen auf Disgrammen NeNe 394-406 werden hauptsichliche strategische Handgriffe fiir diesen Typ von
Endspielen betrachtet. NeNe 394-397 sind Beispiele, die die Aktivitdt der Figuren illustrieren (mit EinschluB von Fillen,
wenn cine Zahl von Bauern auf dem Brett gering ist). Die schwache Bauern sind auch geringfiigiger Faktor (NeNe 399,
400). Ein Konig, der von seinen Bauern abgeschnitten ist, stellt einen groBen ,Kopfschmerz* (NeNe 403, 404).

Capitule 5. Finales de muchos peones

Si se juegan finales de muchos peones, vale la pena conocer varios procedimientos estratégicos, enter los cuales
figuran: separacion de rey, sacrificio de pe6n para activar sus piezas, etc. Es necesario también saber utilizar los
métodos técnicos de explotar un pedn pasado alejado, asi como defenderse en la posicién de un pedén de menos, situados
los peones de los dos bandos en el mismo flanco.En los Ne 363-369 se investiga la lucha de torres teniendo cada
bando dos peones. En el Ne 363 s¢ ve como en las carreras de peones pasados ligados vence el bando cuyos
peones hayan avanzado mas. El en Ne 364 muestra la superioridad de peones ligados ante los aislados o
doblados, sin embargo el Ne 367 nos hace recordar que no hay reglas sin excepciones y el juego a tiempos tienc
sus propias leyes. El Ne 365 ofrece un ejémplo tipico de como hay que dislocar torres respecto a un peén pasado. El
Ne 366 se trata de Ja lucha de tres peones contra dos en el mismo flanco. Generalmente este duelo termina cn
tablas inclusive cuando el rey est4 pasivo (el Ne 371) o cuando el bando inferior tiene peones doblados (¢l Ne
376), pero también aqui hay cxcepciones (el Ne 375). Los Ne 380-382 cuentan sobre tema “cuatro peones contra
tres en el mismo flanco”. Gencralmente este final termina en tablas, sin embargo el bando inferior puede encontrarsc
ante una serie de peligros lo que fue elocuentemente comprobado por M. Botvinnik en el Ne 382. Pero cuando un
pedn extra es alejado entonces la dislocacién de las torres ilega a obtener un papel decisivo. Si la torre del bando
superior defiende su pedn desde atrds y éste ha cruzado ya la divisoria del tablero, la partida generalmente se gana (ci
Ne 383). Mas cuando la torre se encuentra por delante, la Jucha tiende a complicarse. En los ejemplos de los N
384-392 sc puede ver las complicaciones principales que pueden surgir en los finales de este tipo. Gencralmente
la cosa termina en tablas, pero para conseguirlo ¢l bando inferior debe empezar oportunamente su contrajuego
y hacer todo lo posible para que el rey adverso no se haga activo. Con el peén b el asunto se hace aun més dificil
aqui los chances para salvarse s reducen, pero sin que desaparezcan por completo. Y al contrario, con-los peones a y
d sc aumenta la probabilidad de teblas. En los Ne 388, 390, 391 se ven zlgunas situaciones tipicas, ideales para cl bando
superior. El Ne 392 comprueba que a veces es muy importante cortzr paso al rey adverso horizontalmente y i I
vez atacar sus peones.

En los Ne 394-406 s¢ analizan los principales procedimientos estratégicos para los finales de cste tipo. Loy Ne
394-397 sirven de ejemplo de qué pueden hacer piezas activos hasia cuando quedan pocos peones cn ¢l tabicro. 1oa
peones débiles representan un factor de importancia (los Ne 399, 40C;. Un rey separado de sus peoncs signilica un
fuerte dolor de cabeza (los Ne 403, 404).

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PART VII
QUEEN ENDINGS

A queen on an empty board is enormously strong. The stronger side constantly has to reckon with
the threat of perpetual check. A very important role is usually played by the centralisation of the
queen, since it is from the centre that it controls the greatest number of squares.

In this section three themes will be analysed:

1) queen against pawn or pawns;

2) queen with pawns against queen;

3) queen endings where both sides have pawns.

A queen is usually stronger than pawns, but there are a number of positions in which even the
queen’s strength and manoeuvrability are insufficient for a win. These situations are described in
diagrams 440, 442, 445 and 446.

The main part of this chapter comprises positions with queen and pawn against queen (Nos.459-
468). And, finally, in positions 478, 483 and 489 the methods of play in multi-piece endings are examincd
— the conversion of an extra pawn, the creation and conversion of a passed pawn, and so on, as wcll
as the basic strategic procedures: mating threats — Nos.441 and 443; perpetual check and stalemating
ideas — Nos.442, 463 and 475-477; passed pawn — Nos.478-480; safeguarding of the king — Nos.473,
483 and 484; activity of the pieces — No.484. Diagrams 485-489 are devoted to positions where the
pawns of both sides are on the same wing and one side is a pawn up.

PARTE VII
FINALES DE DAMAS

La dama en el tablero con piezas escasas llega a ser una fuerza sin par. El bando superior siempre
debe tener en cuenta la posibilidad de jaque continuo. Habitualmente una dama centralizada se impone
ya que precisamente del centro esta pieza puede controlar el mayor niimero de casillas.

En esta parte vamos a analizar estos tres temas:

1) Dama contra uno o varios peones;

2) Dama con peones contra dama;

3) Finales de damas, ambos bandos poseendo peones.

Generalmente la dama resulta ser més fuerte que los peones. Pero existe una serie de posiciones en
las cuales hasta su capacidad de fuerza y de maniobra no es suficiente para ganar.
