
Guided 
Discovery

in 5 easy 
steps…

First, select a text which 
is relevant to the 

context and exposes 
students to the 

language structure to be 
discovered. Use 
comprehension 

exercises in which the 
language structure is 

presented in its natural 
context. Provide students with 

exercises which 
demonstrate situations 
in which the language 
structure is required. 

This way, students 
become aware of the 
need for the target 

language before they 
attempt to use it.

Create exercises which 
allow students to 

discover the grammar 
“rule” by analyzing 
examples of model 
sentences from the 

previous steps. 

Provide students with 
further examples of 

the language structure 
and an explanation of 
its use. Students come 

up with their own 
conclusions regarding 

use and form.

Students are given 
further practice (from 
controlled to free) to 
ensure the language 
structure has been 

understood and 
internalized.  
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
